Preferred 
qualities are signs of artistic growth and development, therefore, quality is emphasized 
over quantity.

20% Mid-term Critique ( must have 6 working prints ) 
75% Final Critique ( must turn in 12 final prints )
Must have grade of C or higher for Pass.
