Attendance:

Homework:

Homework includes: studying and reviewing English-German vocabulary regularly.

Homework is assigned in class as well as online.

Other homework is either corrected in class without a grade, checked off in class, or it’s collected to

be corrected and graded.

Workbook assignments are due online at the assigned times. No exceptions!

e You get full-credit for completing workbook and lab assignments.

e Homework keeps you up to date with the daily material in class and
helps you master German.
Few students have ever gotten better by doing nothing. As a matter of
fact, any of us seldom learn without making mistakes. The workbook
and the lab manual is there for you to make mistakes and learn from

them. If the workbooks aren’t complete, you will possibly lose a lot of points! The goal is for you to

learn as much as you can. That is what you get credit for.

Tests:

We’ll have a test after each Kapitel

A test covers all grammatical structures and new words you have learned and include listening
comprehension exercises.

There is no comprehensive mid-term or final in this class. Every test is comprehensive by nature and
you are expected to know previously learned material, vocabulary and structures and to apply them
when you speak and write German.

One of the first three (3) chapter tests will be thrown out at the end of the quarter, which could be a
test you missed, or a low-test score. This however does not apply to the last chapter test: chapter 12.

Web assignments:
If you need extra exercises beyond the textbook and the workbook please go to MyGermanLab and do
some of the practice exercises that go along with the book.

Quizzes:

We will have frequent quizzes: one for each Wortschatz.

Quizzes test mostly vocabulary but may also cover material learned in and outside of class which
may include worksheets from class or homework assignments.

One of your lowest quiz scores will be thrown out at the end of the quarter.



Make-up, Missing Class, and Student Responsibility:

No make-up tests or quizzes will be provided. (One of the first three (3) chapter tests as well as one
of your lowest quiz scores will be thrown out at the end of the quarter.)

We must understand that personal and professional emergencies can arise, but students and their
teacher must make every effort to attend class on test days in particular.

You’re expected to keep up with the curriculum when you are gone.

It is the student's responsibility, not the instructor's, to initiate communication about progress or
concerns with the course.

One of those experiences is
learning to meet obligations and commitments, which in a course, is in part met via the fulfillment of
deadlines among other things. Students submit assignments or work by the deadlines asked of
teachers and teachers return work with appropriate feedback or assessment to students.

Optional Assignments

Optional credit is built into the assignments.

You may be able to get at the most a 3-5% grade boost when watching a German movie (by a
German director and in German, subtitles OK). Please see online instructions under CANVAS.
This, however, only applies to those students who haven’t missed 10 or more days of the quarter.
