Educational plans may change depending on personal and work schedules or what grade-level or subject-area a student is interested in
teaching.

If interested in Secondary Education, students may want to look at the major guide for their desired teaching specialty.

Additional Math and Science courses required for students interested in teaching those subjects.

Other degree options include Associate in Math Education for students interested in teaching Math.

Students focused on special needs children may be interested in taking Education 204 as an elective.

CDR = Cultural Diversity Requirement, Sociology 101 for example.

All students experiencing college for the first time must register for a FYE course (HD 100).

Foreign Language — Two high school years of a foreign language may satisfy admission requirements for students interested in transferring.
However, graduation requirements at four-year transfer institutions. may require an additional (third) high school year. If a student has not
taken the third year in high school, they may need one quarter at the college level. If this is the case, it is recommended that students take
the 123 level as soon as possible at Bellevue College depending on their comfort level with the language (123 level language courses are the
equivalent of a third high school year). If a student is unsure about the rigor of a 123 level language course, they may want to take the 122
level as a review, followed by the 123.

Maximum of 5 credits allowed in performing arts.
