4. A general understanding of the representation and identity construction of various
groups in historical and contemporary analyses of culture in the United States. In addi-
tion, we will explore the way in which these representations are subverted and con-
trasted in cultural texts.

5. Aintroductory ability lo see the impact of social forces on your private life (e.g. find
your Sociological Imagination)

6. An ability to think critically and express informed thoughts and opinions on topics re-
lated to social stratification and inequality.
