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Course Outcomes

This course is a survey of the political, social, and cultural history of the Ancient World. Upon completion of the
course, students will have learned to analyze primary source documents; interrogate historical representations of
gender, class, and society; and explain key concepts, events, and people in World History. This course may count
as a social science or humanities credit, but not both, at Bellewe College.

» How Outcomes Will Be Met

Course outcomes will be met through the following assessments: 10 group papers, five (5) tests, a Chicago citation
exercise in two parts, and a final research paper that acts as a final exam.
