Course Catalogue Description 

What makes you, you? Are you free to choose your own destiny, or does society determine your 
path? Explore how our different identities impact our everyday lived experiences and develop 
useful ways to think about the world around you. Themes include power dynamics, culture, iden-
tities, deviance, stereotyping, and/or the social construction of knowledge. 

 

Course Content 
In Sociology we explore how people are affected by and also effect our social structures and pro-
cesses in society. Simply put, sociology is the study of social life. Sociologists study a broad 
range of topics from social stratification and inequality to crime and sexuality. Sociologist tackle 
large and challenging social issues therefore, course material can be difficult to read, watch and 
discuss. This is part of the learning process, but should you feel exceptionally triggered by a 
given topic being watched or discussed, it is ok to excuse yourself as needed, but please speak 
with me afterwards. If you have any questions or concerns about course content or classroom dy-
namics, feel free to speak with me about it at any time.   

 
Classroom Theme/Pedagogical Approach 
Video selections, interactive activities and group discussion will be regularly be featured in this 
class and will be used to illustrate course topics and themes.  All multimedia selections are cho-
sen for their ability to make you think and therefore, inspire engaging classroom conversations. 
Please be prepared to participate in class discussions.   

This course is hybrid meaning one day of activities/learning is covered online each week. Stu-
dents in this section of SOC 101 will need to consistent internet access along with a working 
Bellevue College email account (^see notes below for access information).

Public Safety and Emergencies 

Public Safety is located in the K building and can be reached at 425-564-2400 (easy to remember because it’s the only office on 
campus open 24 hours a day—2400).  Among other things, Public Safety serves as our Parking Permits, Lost and Found, and 
Emergency Notification center.  Please ensure you are signed up to receive alerts through our campus alerting system by register-

If you work late and are uneasy about going to your car, Public Safety will escort you to your vehicle. To coordinate this, please 
phone ahead and let Public Safety know when and where you will need an escort. 

Please familiarize yourself with the emergency postings by the door of every classroom and know where to go in the event of an 
evacuation.  Your instructor will be asked if anyone might still be in the building, so check in before you do anything 
else.  Emergency responders will search for anyone unaccounted for. 

If a major emergency occurs, please follow these three rules: 

1) Take directions from those in charge of the response -We all need to be working together. 
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2) Do not get in your car and leave campus (unless directed to) - Doing so will clog streets and prevent emergency vehicles from 
entering the scene.  Instead, follow directions from those in charge. 

3) In an emergency, call 911 first, then Public Safety.
